After spending
almost a year in the space, Scott came back home. Scientist compared both Scott and Mark to see the changes. They
discovered that Scott's body had changed in small ways, but most of those changes went back to normal after some
time on Earth. They also found that time had passed a little slower for Scott than for Mark — by a difference of about
0.01 second. This might sound tiny but it was real and exactly what Einstein predicted. This experiment shows really
how time passes differently in space. Even though the time difference was small, Einstein's idea was correct. It also
helpedus to learn more about space. It also helps us to think of future in space.

Another fact, gravity also affect time. The stronger the gravity, the slower will be the time. Near things like black hole
time can seem to stop! This is shown in movie interstellar, where astronauts found a black hole on a very little but for
you its year passes.
